	Scope and Objectives of Workshop

In order to receive the once-off contribution (€200) towards your workshop travel and subsistence expenses, the participant must submit the official AquaTT expense form with the following appropriate copy receipts and invoices:

1. Travel 

a. Tickets (copy of invoice showing total cost of flight – price and the tax)  
b. Local Travel e.g. bus and train (please keep all receipts and send copies to AquaTT).  The project cannot accept receipts for taxis, ferry travel, and car hire and mileage.
2. Accommodation

a. Copy invoice/ receipt from your hotel if you pay for the hotel yourself

You must keep ALL the above mentioned receipts, invoices and tickets in order to receive your once-off contribution.  The project is being run on a real costs basis.  AquaTT cannot pay out where there is no official copy receipt.  

AquaTT will forward an official Expenses Form which you must complete and return to AquaTT with the copy receipts, invoices and tickets by Monday 18th October 2004.  It is envisaged that there will be a maximum four week turnover between invoice and payment.  

AquaTT is not responsible for any bank charges incurred by the participant in the bank transfer of payment.  The bank should only charge 50 cent for the transfer inside EURO countries.  The charge will be higher outside EURO countries.

The website allows you to check timetables, plan your journey and book in advance.  You should enter your final destination train station as Rochefort.  There are six high-speed daily connections between Paris and La Rochelle (less than three hours).  The regional TER express train then offers onwards daily services from La Rochelle to the other major destinations including Rochefort.  

It is recommended that you spend the nights of 6th and 7th of October in a hotel in Rochefort and the night of the 8th in a hotel in La Rochelle for ease of access to the airport.
